impact on aircraft, as soon as they are aware of it;

q Membership definition 
q Role definition : ( airport platform involving airport stakeholders,  to 

discuss  on the trends and provide recommendations to mitigate 
wildlife hazard )

2-The Ministerial order : defines the conditions of implementation
